Father Pacwas comes to St. Olaf: 
 
The annual Knights of Columbus Council 8297 Day 
of Reflection on 9 October is the largest event ever 
undertaken by the Council. On that day, Council 
8297 presents Fr. Mitch Pacwa, S.J., founder of Ig-
natius Productions and EWTN Host  speaking on 
“Marriage: God Defines the Family” at St. Olaf on 
October 9, 2010.  
 
Father Pacwa, a Jesuit scholar, has taught at the 
high school, university, and seminary levels. Being 
a well-known biblical scholar, he has lectured at 
hundreds of conferences and churches around the 
world. He is best known for his appearances on the 
Eternal Word Television Network (EWTN) , where 
he currently hosts two programs – “Threshold of 
Hope” and “EWTN LIVE.” Father Pacwa also 
serves as the weekly host of EWTN Radio “OPEN 
LINE”  program. 
 
The day will begin with a celebration of the liturgy 
at 9:00 AM followed by a Continental Breakfast. 
The talks will begin at 10:30 AM and end at 3:00 
PM. A light lunch will be served at Noon.

The film released in 2005 
is rated A-I – general patronage by the U.S. Confer-
ence of Catholic Bishops.

The Simple Things 
 
Sometimes it is easy to overlook the simplest of 
things. 
 
Take the beneficiaries on your life insurance poli-
cies.  If your policy was applied for and issued sev-
eral years ago, it could very well be that the person 
you originally selected as the beneficiary is no 
longer the person you would want to receive the 
policy proceeds.  If you bought the policy when you 
were single, for example, you may have named your 
parents as beneficiaries.  If you have since been 
married, that could be updated to reflect your 
spouse or your children. 
 
Most people list a primary beneficiary – that person 
is specifically designated as the first in priority to 
receive policy proceeds.  We also encourage the 
naming of a contingent beneficiary – an alternate 
person designated to receive policy proceeds, usu-
ally in the event that the original beneficiary pre-
deceases the insured. 
 
I routinely call all of our policyholders for annual 
review appointments, usually near the anniversary 
date of your policy – the date it was originally is-
sued.  One of the matters that I’ll discuss during this 
review is the status of your beneficiary designa-
tions.  If they need updating, and they often do, I 
can complete the paperwork during that appoint-
ment.
