St. Peter  Work Party:  

The renovation of the barn at St. Peter’s is ongoing. This project is one that requires many steps to restore the building to its former condition and use. The roof replacement means that water seepage due to the weather will be eliminated and the barn can again be used as a storage facility for the Knights and the parish. The roof trusses have been replaced or repaired as required but there is still an area of sheathing and roofing that needs to be replaced. While preparing the roof replacement it was discovered that one wall was seriously deteriorated and needed to be replace. This part of the project is also underway. 

The Suquamish Tribe stated that they would like to see the roof completed and the tarpaulin removed by 15 October. It’s up to us to show that we are willing to cooperate. The building has a historical significance and the ultimate goal is to restore it to its original condition. It is a lot of work but it can be done with the application of many hands.

. The Council is making every effort to complete the wall and roof repair before the onset of the inclement weather season and is scheduling more work parties during September and October. You will be notified by email and by notices in the parish bulletin. All hands and their friends are encouraged to consider being there for the “party” Y’all come.
